Trade Union Issues — Pay and ‘Flexible Working’

On pay — Welsh Government has accepted the Pay Review Body recommendation of 3%.
CSP has been undertaking an indicative survey of members to gauge reaction and see if
there is an appetite for industrial action. More will follow on this — check with your
stewards. For Action.

‘Flexible working’ — section 33 of the NHS Terms and Conditions handbook is being
updated from the 13" of September 2021. Should give ability for flexibility from day 1 of
employment and aims to support a cultural shift — available to all NHS staff.
