CSP members need to be vigilant with what is happening around filling vacancies and accessing
appropriate training and development.

Any issues — speak to your steward or safety rep — the CSP is keeping a very close eye on any
developments as there are parts of the pay agreement (non-pay elements) that need to be
delivered — and these are under threat due to the financial situation.
